Sports Camp: grades 5-8
Eligibility:  Children entering grades 5-8.

Schedule:  9 a.m.-4 p.m. from June 21- 
August 13, minimum of two weeks.

Program:  Sports Camp is designed with a 
specific concentration each week, devoted to football, 
baseball, soccer, and lacrosse. The first four weeks 
of camp will each feature one of these sports, 
and the second four weeks will repeat this design. 
Coaches will work with the Sports Campers on 
skill development and game rules and strategies.
